· Providing well-baby visits, developmental screening and prenatal visits;
· Coordinating your care when you need to receive care in other parts of the health system or coordinating support in your home; 

· Reviewing your medications and preparing prescriptions for review by your physician;
· Preparing blood work requisitions and other requisitions for tests as required; and
· Working with your family physician to ensure that your care is as complete as possible.

When you make an appointment with the clinic you may see the nurse, the physician, or both, depending on your needs. To assist with this change, we ask that you bring your current medications to your next visit along with any other documents or equipment that you might have at home to monitor your health (such as a blood glucose meter, blood pressure machine, insulin pen, log book or diary, immunization record).
